1.)  ENTRY FORMS FOR ALL ARTS AND

CRAFTS CLASSES CLOSE ON FRIDAY, JULY 15th, 2011 AT 4:30 PM.  Forms are available at the exhibition office. Please phone – 543-3341 to have them mailed out, or pick up at the office. 
2.)  Exhibitors for Classes 61, 62, 63 and 64 must be at the Arts and Crafts building on Saturday July 23rd, between 9:00 am and 5:00 pm or on Sunday, July 24th, between 8:00 am and 9:00 am. Judging will take place on Sunday, July 24th. 
  3.)  Exhibitors for classes 65 and 68 must be at the Arts and Crafts building Monday, July 25th; from noon until 5pm. Class 65 may bring in exhibits on Tuesday, July 26th from 8am to 9am.

4.)  There will be no Tuesday morning delivery 
of floriculture exhibits. All floriculture exhibits must be at the arts and crafts building on Monday, July 25th.

5.) Judging of household arts and floriculture will take place on Tuesday, July 26th, 2011. (THE BUILDING WILL NOT BE OPENED TO THE PUBLIC UNTIL JUDGING IS COMPLETED)
 6.)  Entries from all classes must be picked up from the Arts and Crafts Building on Sunday, July 31st; from 6pm to 8pm. Exhibitors can present the pink copy of the original entry form for free admittance to the grounds after 5pm Sunday.
7.) When the class states “any other,” an article cannot be entered in a class already listed.

8.) The South Shore Exhibition will be charging a 10% sellers fee to any exhibitor selling articles with a combined total of $100 or more.
9.) PLEASE make sure when filling out the entry form you

 state exactly what class and section you are entering, also size 
of exhibit (if any) and age of exhibitor if entering in the Junior 
and/or Intermediate classes.

10.) Exhibitor’s can make only one entry and receive one
prize in each section. Entries are to be entered under only one age group, for example, seniors can exhibit in the seniors or Adult class but not both classes. This also applies to junior entries.

11.) Please pick up your tags at the Exhibition office on July 21 or 22.  Tags will be available at the Arts and Crafts Building for those who cannot pick them up prior to bringing in their exhibits. Exhibitors are responsible for attaching tags to their exhibits.
12.) Judges are not required to award prize money

in any section in which they consider the work below standard.  If an exhibit is of an inferior quality, the judge shall award only such prizes as he or she deems the exhibit merits.

13.) Check individual classes for other rules and regulations.

14.) Please note that each class goes on a separate entry form. ie: Class 61 and all its sections has its own form, Class 62 and all its sections has its own form, and so on for the remaining classes 63, 64, 65 & 68.

15.)  The Ann Jodrey-Mailman Memorial Award of Excellence will be presented to an exhibitor who demonstrates quality workmanship, creativity and dedication to being a long term participant of the South Shore Exhibition.  This Award is dedicated in memory of Ann, by her family to commemorate her love for Arts & Crafts.
